3. Recording Scores, Movements, Injuries and Cards

All methods of scoring must be recorded through the Match Day app. Where possible the
time of the score should also be recorded. To begin scoring for the match, click on the fixture
— score for my team — to score for the 15t Half click “1°t Half”, at half-time confirm the score
by clicking “2" Half”. Then proceed to score for the 2" Half. At the conclusion of the match,
approach the opposition manager and confirm the score with them. If there is a discrepancy
between scores, approach the referee to confirm. All match disputes can be lodged from
within the app.

Any substitutions that are made throughout the match, must also be recorded through the
app in real-time. Please ensure you are keeping up to date with substitutions made. To record
substitutions, click on the “Movements” tab. Unless a substitution is made expressly to
replace a player who cannot return to the field due to injury, all substitutions should be
“tactical”.

All yellow, red or blue cards must also be recorded on the Rugby Match Day app in
competition matches in 2023. These can also be recorded under the “movements” tab.
